CONDITIONS OF PLAY 

 
1. All events are open to amateur players of Golf SA Affiliated Clubs with a maximum handicap 

of 4, (Women 14 or less) (Junior Vardon - 10 or less) the Match Committee reserves the 
right  to ballot the Championship event should it be necessary and exclude any player from 
the competition without assigning any reason for doing so.    

2. Entrants in the Junior Vardon event are not eligible to win the Vardon event and vice versa. 
3. Entrance Fee of $33.00 (GST incl.), which includes a light lunch, must be enclosed with the 

entry form, which is to reach the Manager no later than 5.00pm on Monday, 5th 
November 2012.  

4. Trophies for leading scores will be presented at approximately 6.00pm. 
5. The Match Committee of the Blackwood Golf Club will make playing arrangements and be 

the umpire in the case of a dispute or protest which must be lodged in writing with the Club 
Captain not later than 5 minutes after the conclusion of the day’s play.  In the event of a tie, 
a playoff will be arranged at the discretion of the Match Committee. 

6. Starting times will be available from the Office (8388 2313) from Wednesday, 7th 
November 2012, and will be distributed to all clubs with participants. 

7. The use of a ride on motorised buggy by competitor/caddy is prohibited. 
8. Competitors must start at the appointed time.  Rule 6-3 (a) will apply.  If a player arrives at 

his starting point ready to play within 5 minutes after starting time, a 2 stroke penalty at the 
1st hole will apply. 

9. Rule 6-7 will be strictly enforced.  Each group must maintain its position on the course with 
respect to the group in front.  Any group with a clear hole in front of them will be considered 
out of position.  Penalties will be applied to players in such groups who by their pace 
contribute to such delay.  Warnings may not be issued prior to imposition of penalties. 

10. Competitors must play with a ball that is named in the current R & A and/or U.S.G.A. 
approved lists. 

11. Golf SA conditions in relation to Drug Testing and Code of Conduct apply. 
12. Competitors, Caddies and Supporters must observe club dress rules (denim jeans are not 

permitted).
