ACCOMMODATION

REGISTRATION 
Competitors must register at the Tournament Office between 10.00am and 4.00pm at Country 
Club Tasmania on either Tuesday 19 or Wednesday 20 February.  Failure to comply with this 
condition may result in disqualification. 
 
GENERAL COURSE CARE 
Country Club Tasmania and the members of Prospect Vale Golf Club have generously 
provided their course so that we can conduct this year’s championship. 
 
Please endeavour to replace your divots, rake bunkers and repair your plug marks so that the 
course can be returned to Country Club Tasmania and the members in its original condition at 
the conclusion of the tournament. 
 
SAND BUCKETS 
Players must carry a sand bucket.  Players will not be permitted to tee off until they have one 
on their bag. 
 
PRACTICE 
The course will be open for practice after 4.00pm on Monday 18, all day Tuesday 19 and the 
morning of Wednesday 20 February (competitors must have vacated the course prior to 
12.30pm).  Please contact the Pro Shop on (03) 6335 5740 to arrange a tee time.  Please note 
that only a limited number of spots are available in Wednesday’s Corporate Day. 
 
PULL BUGGIES 
Please advise the Pro Shop if you require a pull buggy during the event. 
 
MOBILE PHONES 
The use of mobile phones during the 2013 Country Club Tasmania Open & Elvie Whitesides
