Men’s grades 0 — 12, 13 — 18, 19 — 36. Ladies’ divisions determined by handicaps of entrants.

Ties for Winners or Runners Up in Championship events will be determined by sudden death play-
off commencing on the 15t for the ladies and the 9t for the Men until a winner is decided. A Referee
shall accompany groups in play offs.

Ties for Winners or Runners Up in Handicap, Foursomes and Ambrose events will be determined
by countbacks (18,9,6,3,1)
